Minutes of the Pre-bid Conference

The Addendum must be acknowledged on your bid (Schedule D).

The pre-bid conference for the Miscellaneous Sidewalk Repairs 2013 was held on March 20, 2013 at 3:00 p.m.  Loretta McClary reviewed the administrative requirements of the pre-bid package, especially concerning details such as bid due dates and who vendors may contact during the live bid process. Donald Wrench and Michael Colburn of the Facilities Planning & Management / Grounds Dept, discussed the expectations and scope of work.

Numerous simple questions and answers were addressed at the pre-bid meeting. Some of the issues were as follows: 

· Please Note:  The Deadline for project related questions has been extended to April 2, 2013, 12:00 noon.
· Bids are due April 5, 2013 by 4:00 pm, to be time date stamped in Procurement & Strategic Sourcing located in the Academic/ Administration Bldg., 5700 Cass Avenue, 4th Floor – Suite 4200, Detroit, MI 48202. 

· We will require an original plus one copy (2 total) of your proposal.  In addition, an electronic version is required, which should be submitted to our secure mailbox at rfp@wayne.edu
· Any responses, materials, correspondence, or documents provided to the University are subject to the State of Michigan Freedom of Information Act and may be released to third parties in compliance with that Act, regardless of notations in the Vendor's Proposal to the contrary.
· A revised RFP has been posted to the website.  Vendors must submit bids using the revised Schedule C.
· Jobs for this project will be performed to a schedule and coordinated closely with campus activities.  
· Schedule will be defined between Donald and awarded Vendor.

· Target work for this project is mostly during Spring and Summer for least disruption to activities on campus.
· Vendor must properly barricade areas.
· Vendors should include a clause or clarification in bid of housekeeping tools used to keep dust and debris from getting into buildings.
· Work should be performed during the weekdays vs. weekends.
· Appendix 4 is a structured sampling of jobs, but not necessarily work that is needed under this project.
· A second pre-bid meeting was held on March 29, 2013 which was a no show of additional vendors.
WSU has included the below information that is applicable to this project.  Vendor must consider all information when preparing bids.     

· Parking on WSU campus lots and structures are $6.00/access.  The Vendor cost for parking should be included in overhead cost of bid.  Final parking and access procedures will be resolved with the successful bidder.
· No bid bond or performance bond will be required.
· Vendor must be on-call for WSU on an “as needed” basis.  WSU Grounds Dept. & Awarded Vendor will work out a time effective scheduling process to complete as much work as possible.

· Billing process will take place throughout the season (procedures will be agreed upon by WSU & Vendor)

· Bids must be for unit pricing based on $50,000.00 worth of work.  Award based on average extended price using ratios shown in Schedule C.

· There is not a staging area for this project.

· City permits pertaining to Miscellaneous Sidewalk Repair are to be obtained by the awarded vendor on an “as needed” basis, and are to be billed back to the university at “cost”.  Permit pricing should not be included in bid.

· Project requires prevailing wage rate.  A prevailing wage rate schedule specific to this project was included with the bid specifications in Appendix 4.  Contact the State of Michigan if further information is needed at website www.cis.state.mi.us/bsr/divisions/wh/revised_rate/whc_tci.html.

· Vendors must post wages at the job site in compliance with the complete Prevailing Wage Rate listing provided in Bid Documents.
· Vendors are not allowed to use WSU dumpsters for debris, but are instead required to provide their own dumpsters and to restore the area affected by the dumpster upon completion of the job. Dumpster must be rubber padded if placed on concrete.  Arrangements can be made to locate the Vendor’s dumpster through Donald Wrench, the project manager.
